The First Generation

1969 Jaguar E-Type, Fixed Head Coupe, VIN 1R26340 was ordered from Rodier Rooney Motors, Inc. of White Plains, New
York. Vehicle was delivered to Thomas S. Lanahan, Jr. (first generation) on October 3, 1969. The vehicle resided in New
York and Pennsylvania from 1969 through 1992.

The E-Type sat unused for a number of years in upstate New York and rust, and deterioration set in. The family had to make a
decision as to the future of the vehicle now in poor condition. It was decided to transfer vehicle to the next generation.

The Second Generation

During a ceremony held in Athens, New York in November of 1991 vehicle was transferred to Thomas S. Lanahan, Ill, (second
generation). After the ceremony Thomas lll, had the opportunity to wash, clean, and work on vehicle for the first time in over
twenty years and took it for a ride through the Catskill Mountains. A wonderful journey considering it had been so long since
vehicle had been driven. All went well except for a minor brake failure.

The E-Type was then transported by special carrier to Cleveland, Ohio and a complete restoration was begun.

Vehicle underwent restoration from November 1991 until November 1998. Most of the restoration work was done by Cross
Country Classics of Cleveland, Ohio. Mr. Paul Cusato and Staff did an outstanding job bringing this E-Type back to life. After
completion of restoration the E-Type, now nicknamed the Hope Diamond (Hope is wife/mother/grandmother, and car is silver)
was returned by Thomas Ill and Thomas IV, to upstate New York for a surprise reunion with original owner.

Thomas Jr. was quite surprised and impressed with the new condition of the vehicle. Thomas Jr, took it for a ride, quite a thrill
having not seen it for over 7 years. The vehicle drove well and soon the E-Type headed south for Florida. A very, very inter-
esting and long drive. (should have shipped it)

This Jaguar E-Type has proudly represented the South Florida Jaguar Club, at numerous Car Shows and Concours through-
out the Midwest, Northeast, and now in Florida. Since restoration to date, 86 Trophies and Awards have been presented to the
Hope Diamond.
