The argument is that

some Jaguars use parts borrowed from other automobiles aralsssaa Jaguar than others.

A useful means of working one’s way through this question doeith look at Jaguar’s history and Sir William Lyons man-

ner of constructing his cars. Jaguar’s forbearer, the Swygaitow, or SS line of sedans and roadsters were all coachypuyioins

on chassis & running gear purchased from Austin or Standard. Ttt& ingines, chassis, wheels, tyres, running gear, electrigal
